Continuing Education - Model:

Why do we follow a model? Because our community pre-dates the actual Walk to
Emmaus, we do not follow some of the normal procedures that come out of Nashville.
Some of these are minor...such as song choices for sendoff or during Candlelight. But
does this mean that we do not have a model?

No, we have a strong model that has served almost 200 Walks so far. Itis a blend of the
Nashville model and our own traditions. The Upper Room has allowed us to continue our
traditions and variations because we mostly follow the modern governance. It is our duty
to continue to follow this adapted model and to not add or subtract to it.

How do we know if we are following the model? The script for the weekends, used by the
lay leaders and SDs, is well established. It could use some editing but for the most part it
helps keep the Lay Leader on track and ensures that our local model is followed. Overall,
the Board Rep is the one who bears the brunt of the responsibility of ensuring the model
is fulfilled and is supporting the weekend.

A few weeks prior to the weekend, the LLs and their Heads gather to do a schedule
review. The entire weekend is covered moment by moment. This is the time when
everyone can ask the questions about specifics of weekend events. If you are thinking
about adding something in, ask about it here! Even if you have seen it on a past
weekend, don’t assume that it is model. If it’s not in the schedule, it is likely outside of
the model.

Occasionally, we have seen costs and expectations get overwhelming for team members.
Sometimes it’s for decorating and, more often for “gifts”. Any team gifts should be kept to
a minimum. Lay Leaders do not need large gifts to make the weekend “special” —God
takes care of that!! We need to be aware of costs, for some, just Team fees are a burden!
Lay Leaders get a bell and a banner, how much more do they need? The Emmaus Canon
tells us not to raise anyone above anyone else.

Table leader’s gifts are definitely outside both the Upper Room AND our models. Outside
of normal agape there should never be gifts from the Table Leaders. It can cause issues
between tables and again can be a burden to some team members.

Again, our hope from this kind of Board review and education is that we can continue to
do our role: supporting weekend teams and ensuring that we have consistency on the
weekends. Emmaus is a special tool used by God in a unique way. Let’s all do all we can
to stay true to what has worked for the past 30+ years.
